From J26 M1 take the A610, take the Ikea turn off, then to Ikea roundabout where you take
the 3" exit signposted Kimberley, at mini roundabout in Kimberely (Sainsbury’s) turn right, at
the top of the road turn left, back over the A610 to a T junction, turn right (pub on right) it will
say “no through road” but keep going, past some new houses on the right, tight bend to the
left, and Swingate Farm is on the right with a long drive.

THE VENUE IS A COMPULSORY WALK ZONE

Dogs must be kept on leads at all times

Venue: You may arrive at the venue from 9.30am. First horse on course 9.45am
last horse away 11.30am. If you intend to ride 20 miles then please leave as
early as possible.

Route options: 3m — (Lead rein route only) 8 & 10 mile (10m can be ridden
twice for 20M)

On Site: Catering Van, water & toilet

Notes: There is 1 bridge over the M1 which is wide and has high sided railings,
these also have concrete mounting blocks on both sides.

Never pass another horse without asking permission first, always pass at a
pace no more than trot. Remember that not everyone may be a confident
rider or they may have a novice horse, please see below tail ribbons for
guidance.

No SPURS or Whips longer than 30” are allowed.

Standing Martingale are also not permitted without written approval prior to
the ride

Hats must be properly secured by a chin strap
