Directions: Aylesford Lodge Farm, Shoby Melton Mowbray. LE14 3PF. Situated off 
the A6006, 5 miles from Melton Mowbray. Well signed on the left one mile before the 
turning to Six Hills.30 minutes from junction 21A of the M1 (Leicester) and junction 
24 M1 (Kegworth) 40 minutes from Nottingham & 1 hour from Northampton. 

You are welcome on the venue from 9.15am – (DO NOT ARRIVE BEFORE) horses 
will be allowed on course from 9.30am 11.30am. Venue needs to be clear by 2pm for 
other users. 

This fantastic facility is a purpose built highly maintained course which is 5 miles 
long. Feel free just to ride the course once or twice. You may try the fences. 

 All jumping is at your own risk, Sport Endurance except no responsibility for any 
injuries caused to rider or horse. 

There are toilets at the office and there is a water tap on the car park – May I 
suggest you bring your own water though. There will be a catering van selling 

delicious food after your ride 

The going will be good but please remember your horse may not be that fit yet, so 
take extra care. This is an extremely busy ride with around 90 riders, be courteous 
and look at for green & red tail ribbons as there are a lot of new riders on this ride. 

 Never Canter pass anyone, always ask permission to pass and be prepared to 
pass at walk. Only ride the course in the correct direction. Do not crowd 

around fences 

No Galloping anywhere on Course – At the end of the course is a compulsory 
walk zone 

No walkers or cyclist will be permitted anywhere on the course 

There is no vet present and no official First Aider although there will be a first aid kit 
at the secretaries tent. 

The course will have limited marked arrows so please ensure you print off these 
details which has a map of the course. 

Please ensure to clear up any droppings and take them home with you. 

Know your tail ribbons; GREEN I or my horse is a novice 

                         RED: May horse may kick. BLUE: My horse is a stallion. 



All riders will need to sign a disclaimer from the owners so please remember this 
when checking in at the secretary.
