Then onto the cloud trail
and grass bridleways with canter sections. The ride will take you from Osgathorpe to
Wilson and then onto Breedon and Worthington A little road work through the quiet
villages of Wilson and Breedon. No gates.

By agreeing to our Terms and Conditions when booking a ride, you are confirming that
your horse will have the required vaccination against equine influenza on the day of the
ride. You may be refused entry to the venue if this is not the case

No SPURS or Whips longer than 30” as per our rules.

Standing Martingale are also not permitted without written approval prior to the
ride

Hats must be properly secured by a chin strap
Head Cameras may be used but are not recommended as may alter the safety of
the hat

All riders should take time to read through our rules — these can be found on
our website.

Never pass another horse without asking permission first, always pass at a pace
no more than trot. Remember that not everyone may be a confident rider or they

may have a novice horse, please see below tail ribbons for guidance.

RED RIBBON - My horse may kick
GREEN RIBBON - | or my horse are nervous /novice, approach with caution and pass with care
BLUE RIBBON — My horse is a stallion
